The wages of sin is death (NASB; Rom. 6:23).

This is the second death, the lake of fire.  And if anyone’s 
name was not found written in the book of life, he was 
thrown into the lake of fire (NASB; Rev. 20:14b-15).  
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The state of misery into which we are 
all conceived and born consists in lost 
communion with God, life under His 
wrath and curse, and liability to all 
miseries in this life, death itself, and the 
pains of hell forever.
