Suggested Bare Basics' IMethadblogy

1. Begin your day with prayer.
a. Repent of daily sin. (attitudes and frustrations)

2. Let God engrave His truth on your heart and mind

and life.

a. The chapter by chapter study of the supernatural Book
allows the Holy Spirit the opportunity to be your
teacher.

b. Two foundational methods: Inductive Bible study by
using the Inductive Study Bible (or one similar to it) OR
by using a Bible reading schedule, along with journaling.

c. The effectual use of these study methods leads to
stability, strength, confidence and joy in your Christian
life.
