Titus 1:6 Namely, if any man (elder) is above
reproach . . .

rather appeal to him as a father, to the younger men as
brothers, the older women as mothers, and the younger
women as sisters, in all purity.

-- universal

-- no permanent disqualifications

-- does not have to have a flawless past



reverent in their behavior — Godly — In order to help
others toward godliness.

not malicious gossips — Having control of the tongue —
essential when getting personally
involved in the lives of others.

nor enslaved to much wine — Self-controlled — In order
not to inhibit ministry or be a stumbling
block (an excuse for others to indulge in
the flesh),

teaching what is good — Biblical goodness in character
and deed.

C. Bridging the Gap

deeds.

ministry of good deeds.
